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F read of the immutable Jaw in
Genesig “In the sweat of thy
face shalt thou eat bread” This
was the curse the Almighty im-
posed on man when he drove him
forth from the Garden. To toil for
a living is the primary law of life,
Nature has endowed man with the
hands and the mind that he may
fill his belly. But through ignor-
dnce, man has become selfish and
the law by which he must work
out his own salvation he has dis-
torted to his own conveniernce, Too
often do we see those who toll not,
neither do ihey spin, absorbing by

toil of ofhers. DBy this denial of
his brother’s rights man has com-
pelied his brother to toil in iz
stead, huf Nature cannot be flout-
ed, and the resulting struggle has
been the downfall of every civil-
ization—the withering of every
race. ¥rom the seed of injustice
has come the fruit of slavery and
corruption.

We Tere in Wilminglon are
acutely aware that it is a cdenial
of the Natural Law and the accept-
ance of a man made law that has
intensified tlie misery of our min-
ority groups. It is Dbecause we
know that our Negro citizens have
been woefully discriminated against
that we advance as ocur first meas-
ure the faet that we must have
First Class Citizenship regardless
of race or creead,

We hold that our Negro citizens
do not get the benefits of the pub-
lic services which they pay for in
taxalion. And it iz this denial of
Justice for AN that activates us in
cur desire to see that they have a
hoespital that is open to all,
wherein thelr doctors and nurses
shall enjoy all the rights and privi-
leges that we of the white race now
enjoy. We hold that our Negro
citizens should have the apportuni-

standard of ability,

We recognize that thers may be

that a Negro citizen, having met
the merit system gualifications,
must have the identical rights of
tenure as his white brother. It has
ever been that the last to be hired
and the first to he fired is the Ne:
gro. We malntain on his merit let
every man be judged, and that
neither color, race nor creed shall
stand in the scale of justice. It is
to this end of enlightenmment and
understanding of tolerance and
brotherhood belween our peoples
that we dedicate ourselves,
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It is hecause we honestly beileve
that ihe city manager plan would
felp Lo improve Wilmingtlon anc
would lessen the effect of politics
in government that we Demuocrats
advance i,

We hold that Delaware ig shoek-
ingly backward in the care pro-
vided. for our aged. We realize
that a city election cannot change
a State Iaw as to what will be pro-
vided for our aged dependents, but
wa hold that the city of Wilming-
ton ghould and must accept the re-
sponsibility for providing a decent
level of self respect for our ciiy's
aged people.
a month as an average for each cf
our old people in our State is a
disgrace to a Stale posgessing the
wealth we enjoy.

‘The level of our rvivilization is
measured not by fine boulevards
and hbuildings, but in the care of
our children, our infirm and ouy
aged.” We who Doast about heing
from the First Clty in the Pirst
State must not forget we stand
fnumber 43, not firsi, on the list
of care of our aged,

As with our aged, so with our
young, We need here in Delaware
& modern child labor law. Our
care of our children is nearly as
disgraceful as our care of our agad.
We propose to work for a new
State chiid labor law and institute
in the meantime such measures as
will protect our young n the en-
joyment of their nalural rights.

We hold that of a1l the public
services, education is preeminent.
We know that our school teachers
have had a long hearthreaking
Btruggle to get a decent living
wage, and the rights they are en-
‘titled to, and that even now they
are far, far below the average aof
progressive communities, We pro-
pose to see that our teachers, once
past  their prebationary year,
should begin at $1,800, thal they
are guaranieed by the city a posi-
tive fenure of office so that they
cannot be discharged with only 30
days notice save in the most blat-
ant digressions from duty, and vio-
lation of the public trust, e
hold that our teachers do not #ot a
satisfactory or just pension and we
propose to see that these correc-
tions are made. We feel that to
have good teachers we must he
willing to pay good wages. Justice
would have nothing less, We want
the Dest teachers procurable for
our children, and we think that
every mother and father in Wil
mington feels as we do.

As for our teachers, so also for
our police and firemen, We hold
that with the rising cost of Tiving,
our flremen’s and policemen’s
wages should have ascended with
. the increased prices. We hiold that
[ what they or their families do in
their leisure time is their awn pri-
vate business,
